Use the following prompts to help you remember what happens:

1. The quarrel & the Prince’s ruling

Members of the Montague and Capulet households fight in the street.  The Prince of Verona says that anybody else starting a fight will be killed.

2. The party
Characters: Romeo, Juliet, Tybalt (Juliet’s cousin)

Don’t forget the masks!

3. The balcony scene
Agree to marry in secret

4. Friar Lawrence’s Cell
R  asks the friar to marry him and J.  FL agrees and marries them.

5.
The fight

Tybalt wants to fight with R, but Mercutio (R’s friend) gets killed instead.  Romeo kills Tybalt.  R is banished from Verona.

6.
An arranged marriage

Capulet (J’s father) agrees that Paris can marry his daughter.  She has no right to refuse.

7. Friar Lawrence tries to help

     J asks FL for help to avoid marrying Paris, and he gives her the potion.  He will tell R 
     the plan.  J drinks potion and is declared dead.

8. The plan goes wrong
Romeo does not hear about the potion, and hears that J is dead.  Sees her body and drinks poison.  J wakes up and sees him die.  Uses his dagger to kill herself.
